You wouldnôt have known there was a tree down on our property unless I told you. You 

wouldnôt have known what was done about it either. The Bible tells us what Jesus did 

about sin. Through baptism, He assures us that we are washed clean, that all our sins (both 

inherited and actual) are forgiven, and that the path to heaven is wide open. No matter 

what you did last month or last week, no matter what you do tomorrow, the changes your 

baptism brought about are permanent. You are Godôs dearly loved child, and he will help 

you keep fighting temptation for the rest of your life. As Christ rose from the dead on East-

er, so your baptism raises you every day to live in hope and at peace with God. 
 

Most of us were baptized a long time ago, but changes that it brought about are  

permanent. Compared to the construction going on in front of our church along County 

Line Road, cutting up tree limbs seems pretty in-

significant. Compared to filling a stadium or feed-

ing the homeless, baptism seems like such a small 

thing.

ISNôT EXACTLY WHAT I THOUGHT!

Strand, who worked at a local TV station who was looking for a family to 

star in a promo shoot. I must have been delusional when I agreed to do it, 

lulled into a false sense of ability by my childrenôs unusually quiet behavior 

that day.  A few days later I received an email from the producer detailing 

his vision for the promo.  
 

Initially, I was under the impression it was going to be shot solely in the car.

However, the email stated that he would like to film my boys brushing their 

teeth, eating cereal, and heading out the door with umbrellas. HOLY 

COW!!! He wants to film IN MY HOUSE!!! With 3 boys, my house on any 

given day in not a show piece. My walls have more divots than a golf ball. 

With him wanting to film this week, there is no time for major renovations. I 

immediately went into full panic mode.

Knowing it would be rude to back out, and still under the delusion that I could make it work, I started cleaning. Not 

knowing what exactly he was going to film, I frantically cleaned, stuffed, buffed, and painted every inch of my house. 

My children were banished to the sunroom to prevent them from accidently messing up any rooms I had already 

cleaned. 
 

So the day of the shoot arrives. I spend the final few hours spit shining the house, totally forgetting the van idea. About 

an hour before the film crew arrives, the producer calls me for directions. He casually mentions that he would like to 

film me securing the 3yr old in his car seat. Huh??? The van? Oh my gosh THE VAN!!! In my house cleaning frenzy I 

had completely forgotten about the van! As you may have figured out by now, my van is not a show piece either. With 3 

boys, it is stuffed with baseball gear, karate gear, and every Lego known to man. I raced outside in a futile attempt to 

make it presentable.  
 

Just then, my phone rings. It is my friend. The school had cancelled after school care due to the threat of severe weather 

and she is still in DC. She needs me to keep her 2 boys until her husband could get off work. Ok, fine. I can handle this. 

After all, how bad could it be??? Hold on to your hatsé 
 

I race to the school to pick up the 4 boys and immediately threaten death or dismemberment to anyone who messes up 

anything in the house. Apparently my threats fell on deaf ears because as soon and we arrived back at the house, the 

boys instantaneously started running through the house, screaming, fighting, wrestling, and jumping off beds! I was 

frantic. The crew was to be at my house any minute and they were destroying what had taken me days to clean. Thank-

fully, my husband scurried them outside to play ball before I had a complete nervous breakdown. 

           

The crew arrives and sets up in the kitchen for the shoot.  Our 3 boys immediately start protesting, while my friendôs 

kids start begging to be in it. We put my kids at the table and instruct them to pretend to eat breakfast. How hard could 

this be?  We were about to find out.   

 

Our 9 year old acts as if he is morally offended by this act of forced labor.  He refuses to participate at all and just glares 

at the camera as though we have dressed him up in a pink dress and asked him to sing a Shirley Temple classic. The 7yr 

old then starts in.  He normally will eat pretty much anything slower than he is.  But under the pressure of the camera 

lights he decides now is the time to raise his standards.  He refuses to eat, because his waffles are too cold. We tell him 

to just pretend to eat.  ñHow do I pretend to eat cold wafflesò he complains.   Tired of arguing, on film, we just grab the 

waffles and throw them in the microwave.  Thirty seconds and the waffles are warm.  Unfortunately at this point the 

camera crew got distracted for a minute, which was just long enough to let our son devour the now warm waffles.  

Arrgghhh!  
 

The 9 year old continued his glare, but now with tears welling up in the corner of his eyes.  The camera crew decided the 

9 year old really could not be in the shot.  Apparently the angry stare didnôt fit the theme they were looking for!  The 3 

year old had been very well behaved throughout this entire process, but he was largely hidden behind mom in the shot.  

So the camera crew asked that we switch the boyôs chairs around so the 7 and 3 year olds could be the focus of the shot.  

This was the 3 year oldôs opportunity to strike.  And strike he did.   
 

When we asked him to move over so he could be seen in the shot, he became upset and stated ñI canôt because thatôs 

NOT where I normally sit!ò  ñThis is my chair and I sit in my chair.ò  Ok, weôll move your chair. ñBut, this is where my 

chair sits and thatôs where my brotherôs chairs normally sit.ò  (Like any of this even comes close to normal!)  The cam-

era crew now recognizes that the cast is not going to allow for any historical inaccuracies so grotesque as misplaced 

chairs and decides they can move the cameras around to enable the shot.  Great lets reset and try again! 
 

The shoot proceeds to the front door, where the boys are supposed to don umbrellas and run to the car. The 9yr old again 

refuses to participate, the 7yr old squats down and runs with the umbrella like he is trying to run through a small tunnel, 

and the 3yr old keeps hesitating and not running on cue. 6 takes later, the crew calls it quits. Iôm not sure if they got any 

usable footage or not, but we may have just embarrassed ourselves to the entire community of Northern Alabama who is 

going to see it.

ñThereôs no place like home,ò as the old saying goes.  In the case of the 

Biltmore Estate home weôre talking about over 175,000 sq. feet of luxury 

built on 5 acres.   It is a house, but it looks like a castle and indeed, George 

Washington Vanderbilt had that in mind when he built it in the late 

1800ôs, taking 6 years to complete (1895).  To give you an idea of how 

large the home is, think of the dining room being 70 feet long by 40 feet 

wide.   Most of the homes you and I live in today do not have 2800 sq. feet 

for our entire house, let alone just the dining room.  And with most people 

I know, that 2800 sq. feet might also include the garage!   
 

Biltmore is a beautiful home for its enormity and you donôt get a sense of this house being cold or off-putting.  Quite the contrary, it 

looked comfortable, but definitely opulent.   The entry was large but friendly & welcoming.  It opened to a conservatory filled with 

hundreds of orchids and other ostentatious plants at the center of the first floor.  Most of which were likely grown in the greenhouse 

on the property, as were massive arrays of flowers throughout the house.  You could walk around from there to the bachelorôs quar-

ters for men to get together, through the massive dining room and into the family breakfast room, through a sitting room down a hall 

that leads to a large library & even larger patio overlooking a the back of the estate, which is essentially an entire valley.  And it goes 

on and on up the staircases into the private rooms and family sitting rooms, and into a third and fourth floor for guests and servants.  
 

Throughout the tour Gabi Presley, Eva Harbaugh, Kim Bodeker and Joni Gruber ooôd and ahôd over the furniture, the art and the 

showcasing of 45 costumes worn in the popular TV series Downton Abbey.  The TV series mirrors the times and events close to 

what Biltmore was like in itôs heyday, giving the rooms a better sense of realty in the late 1800ôs and early 1900ôs.   
 

Also walking through the house in a separate group were Larry and Sue Povinelli and their friends Terry and Sharon Matney.  With 

the earphones and taping of the house information on furnishings, artwork and Vanderbilt events we all had a good understanding of 

life at the Biltmore by the time we exited the house and went to the gardens.  
 

Eight of us shared in fellowship and the wonderment of the estate, the drive and our different stops to eat and refresh.  
 

The trip began with lunch in Chattanooga at Tupelo Honey, a uniquely styled modern Southern restaurant where we met Chuck and 

Mary Snyder who live near there.  Their daughter Sarah Wheat and family couldnôt make it due to kids events on Saturday.  We find 

that Chuck is retired and Mary still works, but interestingly they live in central time and work and shop in Eastern time.  That defi-

nitely gives life a few interesting twists and turns.  Mary e-mailed me to verify the time of the lunch to make sure they knew which 

time zone we were talking about! 
 

The first night we dined at the Black Bird in Asheville.  The town is definitely set up for 

visitors with many interesting shops, things to do for all ages, and a good variety of res-

taurants.  We took pictures, and sat down with a glass of wine to discuss the day.  Of 

course, the wine was in very tall glasses so holding especially tightly on the stem I didnôt 

expect a bump to my hand.
